The first boat crashed and the other boat crashed on top. Number 13 lifeboat had gone. Number 12 had been all right. When we got on our lifeboat some people had got their nighties on and some other people had got their evening dresses on. When I got on the lifeboat I was sick because there was blood in the sea. I had my dress on and it dipped into the sea. I felt guilty, heart-broken and sea sick.

I feel happy for me but I feel sad for the ones that died.

Dear Marie

Before I got on the Titanic I felt happy, brilliant and wonderful because it was so big and it had lots of rooms. When it was night and I was asleep someone woke me. I felt mad because they just told us all to get on deck and I said why do we have to get up? You have to get up because there has been a slight problem. It will get sorted out. We are sending some people down now. I felt worried and frightened to death because my husband was on the ship. Then some watchers in the crow’s nest saw a black iceberg in front of us and all the people were scared and the band was playing!  Then they told us to lower the lifeboats. They said women and children first. We were so scared. They told us to get in. I said no, i’m not getting in there it is so dirty. Me and my child are not getting in there! But you haven’t got  no choice said the captain. So we got in the lifeboat.

The Titanic sank beneath the sea and people were so devastated because our husbands died and we got away.
