Class Groupings for September
Despite the new classroom not being ready for September as we’d hoped, we will still have four class groups. This is a strategy we have used many times in the past and small schools, by their very nature, usually have mixed age classes of different types. Year groups 3 and 5 have been allocated their classes based purely on the age of the pupils. The classes will therefore be:

Class 1: Foundation Stage and Year 1 (Miss Hayton) (20 pupils)
Class 2: Y2 and Y3 (Mrs Heywood/Miss Weselby) (25 pupils)
Class 3: Y3/Y4/Y5 (Mrs Lake) (26 pupils)

Class 4: Y5/Y6 (Mrs Appleyard/teacher to be appointed) (26 pupils)
Full lists of the pupils in each class group will be displayed in the school hall from Tuesday.
Class 2 will move into the new classroom as soon as it is completed.
